ÁThere is no Worker 
Compensation for 
injured rail workers



FELA COMPENSATION

ÁTo recover in any 
railroad case the injured 
employee must prove:
ĞThe RR was at fault
ĞThe EE is not at fault

ÁIf  no one  is at fault, the 
injured worker gets no 
money

ÁJust getting hurt at work 
does not mean the RR 
owes

Accidents - Injuries

All cases of personal injury, while on duty, or on 
company property, must be immediately reported 
to the proper manager and the prescribed form 
completed.



GCOR REPORTING REQUIREMENTS

ÁVerbally report the injury to a 
supervisor IMMEDIATELY

ÁComplete prescribed form
ĞGCOR does not specify when 

the accident report must be 
completed

ĞEmployee should complete as 
soon as possible

ĞMake the report your  ally
